Israel, Hamas agree to Trump plan

ISRAEL'S ARMY SAID Saturday
that it would advance prepara-
tions for the first phase of
Trump’s plan and return all the
remaining hostages. The army
said it was instructed by Israel’s
leaders to “advance readiness”
for the implementation of the
plan. An official who was not
authorised tospeak tothe media
on therecord said that Israel has
moved to a defensive-only posi-
tion in Gaza and will not
actively strike. The official said
no forces have been removed
from the strip.

Neither Israel nor Hamas
addressed in detail what had
long been seen as the major
sticking points to reaching an
agreement. Hamas did not elab-
orate onwhetheritwould accept
Trump’s stipulation, backed by
Israel, that the group disarm.

It was also unclear whether
Israel was willing to accept any
major changes to Trump’s plan,
which Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu of Israel said he sup-
ported duringavisit tothe White
House this week.

Israeli negotiators were
preparing Saturday to travel
abroad for indirect talks with
Hamas, but it was not known
when theywould leave,said four
officials from the region, who
spoke on the condition of
anonymity to discuss sensitive
political matters.

Israelisand Palestinianswere

caught between disbelief, tenta-
tive hope and utter confusion
after the back-to-back develop-
ments,which manyhoped could
atleastbringanendtothenearly
two-yearwar.

Earlier this week, Trump
released a 20-point-plan to
release the remaining hostages
held in Gaza and to end Israel’s
deadly military campaign there.
Atleast 20 living hostages and
the bodies of around 25 others
are still believed to be held in
Gaza. Under the plan, Hamas
would release the remaining 48
hostages within three days. It
would also give up power and
disarm, said an AP report. Israeli
forceswould graduallywithdraw
from Gazaand allowan interna-
tionally supervised Palestinian
administration to assume
responsibility for public services
there. Hamas submitted its
response to Trump’s proposal
late Friday night.Ina statement,
the group saiditagreed torelease
all the remaining hostages
according tothetermslaid outin
the plan. That would mean the
release of 250 Palestinian pris-
oners serving life sentences in
Israel, along with 1,700 others
detained since the start of the
war. The bodies of 15 Gazans
would be exchanged for each
dead captive held by Hamas.

But Hamas also said it
wanted certain conditionson the
ground to facilitate the exchange

and that this would require fur-
thernegotiations.The groupwas
vague aboutwhetheritwouldbe
willing todisarm ortofullyrelin-
quish its dominant role in Gaza,
as Trump’s plan envisions.

Trump hailed Hamas’s
response as evidence that the
group’s leaders “are ready fora
lasting PEACE”ina post on social
media. He said Israel should
“immediately stop the bombing
of Gaza” to enable the hostage
release to go ahead.

Several hours later,
Netanyahu'’s office issued its own
statement, saying that Israel was
preparing for “the immediate
release of all the hostages” and
would keep working with Trump
“to bring the war to an end in
accordancewith the principlesset
forthbyIsrael”Separately, the mil-
itary reinforced the need “for a
rapid response to neutralise any
threat.” Palestinians in Gaza said
explosions continued into the
earlymorning,suggesting contin-
ued Israeli operations. A senior
Egyptian official says talks are
underway for the release of
hostages, as well as hundreds of
Palestinian prisoners in Israeli
detention. The official, who is
involved in the ceasefire negotia-
tions,also said Arabmediatorsare
preparing for a comprehensive
dialogueamong Palestinians.The
talks are aimed at unifying the
Palestinian position toward Gaza’s
future.— NYT, WITHAP INPUTS
